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This brief report describes repeat bookings into the MDC for DWI for individuals booked for their first DWI into the MDC for the time period January 2001 thru December 31, 2008.  During this time period 8642 individuals were booked into the MDC for their first DWI.  Individuals who had been booked into the MDC for DWI prior to January 2001 and booked into the MDC for DWI during the study period were excluded from the study.  Because the MDC information system only has reliable data back to 1999 completely excluding those with prior DWI bookings into the MDC was not possible.  Bookings for subsequent bookings to measure repeat bookings were conducted through December 2007.
There were a total of 8,642 offenders booked for their first DWI offense into MDC between the dates of January 1, 2001 and December 31st, 2002. Of these offenders, there were 1,573 (18.2%) who were booked again for a DWI offense by December 31, 2007.  Almost 15% were booked for one additional DWI, 2.7% were booked for two additional DWIs, 0.5% were booked for three additional DWIs and 7 individuals were booked for four DWIs.
